Size: Maximum of 34 to 38 inches at maturity.

Description: There are 2 types of miniature horses, the stock type and the Arabian type. Miniature
Horses are small, well-balanced with the impressions of symmetry, alertness, strength, and agility. The
head includes wide set eyes, large nostrils, medium size, pointed ears and a short distance between the
eyes and muzzle. The profile should be slightly concave or straight.
